In the aftermath of the uprisings, the EU offered its Southern Mediterranean partner countries “A
partnership for democracy and shared prosperity” in the context of the revised European Neighbourhood
Policy (ENP) that focused on demaocratic transformation, a partnership with people and civil society, and
sustainable and inclusive growth. Despite high expectations, after more than two years the revolutions
have thus far been unable to produce consolidated and stable democracies. The inauguration of a new
leadership of the European Union provides an opportunity to rethink the EU relations with the Southern
Neighborhood.

Even with the changing contexts on both shores of the Mediterranean, the EU remains the biggest
economic partner of the Arab Region. One of the EU’s policy strategies towards the Southern
Mediterranean is the creation of a deepened Euro-Med Free Trade Area that aims at removing trade
barriers between both shores of the Mediterranean.
